Australia's Fair Work Commission (FWC) ensures a level playing field for both local and foreign workers.
This means that regardless of your visa status, you're entitled to the same basic protections and benefits
as any Australian employee. 

Equal Treatment: Workplace laws in Australia apply to all workers employed in the country. This
includes minimum pay rates, working hours, leave entitlements, and termination procedures. There's no
distinction between foreign and local workers under the Fair Work Act.
